I got from organisator 45
originals in anonymous form with solutions. I am sorry but some of them were incorrect. For example
Nel4. Andriy Stetsenko (Ukraine) was solvable by 1.Qh1, Qg2, 1.Qg3 in 27 moves. | understand that not all
composers have computers for checking longer problems. But problems were also in shorter originals. For
example Ne2. Jose S. Aldea (Philippines) has second and third solution 1.Bd8 and Bb6, Ne29. Viktor
Volchek (Belarus) has dual after 1...Kxe6 2.Te8 Kd7 3.Kb6 or Nb6... but also goes 2.Nc8 f6 3.g8Q ..., Ne30.
Vladimir Kozhakin (Russia) has duals after 1...c3 2.Nb4+ Ke3 3.Nd5+ or Qd6 and after 1...f4 2.Ne3+ and
also 2.Nxe7+.... although they are not central variant but it is important. Problem Nel8. Mikhail Kostylev
(Russia), 2nd prize from preliminary award is unlegal, incorrect (too much captures). Autor sent correction
with deleting of pawn on h7. But this caused that were appearing duals in variant 1.....Nc4 2.Nd7+ Ke4 3.g:h4
Bh7 4.Bf3+ or 4.Ng3+ Ke3 5.Nh5+ or Qc3 and because of it is excluded. Other distinctions increasse higher.
Problem Nr.41 from preliminary award is correct and solvable in 34 moves, our appology to Bosko MiloSeski
(Turkey).

Overall number of participating originals wasn't low, but were among them very weak problems, maybe not
finished scheme yet.
